	Journal and Attendance (10 minutes)
Journal Prompt:  If you were to run for president of the student body at Rainshadow, what three things would you say during your campaign speech that would convince students to vote for you?  List them like this:  “If you vote for me as president, I will ________________.”
Spelling Test (10 min):  Words that have to do with Communication

Video (2 min):  Clip from Napoleon Dynamite movie of Pedro and Summer.  Where’s the logic?  Is there any?  
Lesson (25 min):  Let students know that I gave them credit for the opinion paragraph from Thurs.  Review Pathos, Ethos and Logos by going over the quizzes from last week.  Ask students what was confusing to them.  (For the 1st period seniors and sophomores, do the quiz together since the online quiz I had them take on Thursday didn’t work out.  Let 1st and 2nd period know that I gave them full credit for the quiz.)
Give Pathos and Ethos sheets to each class.  Go over what they need to do (give example of each so that they understand) and have them complete the worksheet.   
Tomorrow:  Computer Lab.  Begin research.
Journal and Attendance (10 minutes)

Journal Prompt: What does the term "at-risk" student mean to you? Do you consider yourself an at-risk student? Why or why not?

Grammar sheet (10 min): Pronouns (Check at the beginning of class Wednesday), Do grammar worksheet if finished

Lesson:  Discussion regarding reliable resources. In groups answer the following questions: (3 minutes with group, 2 minutes class share)

1. When searching for resources to use for reliable factual information, would a post in an editorial (opinion section of a paper or magazine) be more reliable than a news report video on the tv? Why or why not?

2. What would make a video or recording of an interview a reliable source of information? What would be required of the interview to judge if it were reliable or not (keep in mind our previous lessons this past week)?

3. How important is knowing the views of a person or group when determining the value and truth of something they write?

Come together and report group answers, giving each group one of the questions. As you're listening to other groups answers, compare them to yours.
Write on the board the most important things to look for. Then have the class brainstorm a list of types of sources they may use and look for during their research about Saving Rainshadow for Logos. (5 minutes)

Hand out research graphic organizer.

Review each one and have students write down a list of possible search words for each one. Be sure to encourage them to write down actual resource words they can include in their searches (things like scholarly articles, etc.). (10 minutes)

Go to computer lab. Begin research.
Tomorrow:  Check grammar sheet, con’t research and make rough draft of Final Pamphlet Project
Journal and Attendance (10 minutes)
